BRISTOL’S ONE25 RECEIVES £59,458 FROM THE GOVERNMENT TO
MAINTAIN VITAL SUPPORT SERVICES

Local charity One25 has been awarded £59,458 by the Hardship Fund to help maintain its vital drop-in service and continue its work supporting Bristol women trapped in a negative cycle of street sex-work and addiction.
The new funding will help to ensure the ongoing delivery of One25’s drop-in service, a key support service offered by the charity. The drop-in is a safe and comforting place where vulnerable local women can get nutritious food and healthcare and become involved in activities such as pottery, IT, writing and therapies. 
The Hardship Fund is a government funded £16.7 million grant programme for third sector organisations in England who are delivering front-line services to the most vulnerable and disadvantaged people in society.
The Fund is available for third sector organisations that are suffering financial hardship due to the recession, which is impacting on their ability to deliver services in health and social care, housing support, education and training, and advice, information and guidance. 


One25 worker Josie Hill, said: “We’re delighted to have been awarded this new funding as it will help to maintain our drop-in service, which is such a crucial component of the support we provide. It's a space where these vulnerable women can take part in creative or educational work, eat lunch or access a doctor, drugs worker, housing advice, therapies and more. 
“The vast majority of the women we support suffer from chronic ill-health and malnourishment and for many it is the only place where they can get a nutritious meal. It is a vital service for improving health and well-being of those we support, providing an opportunity for them to rebuild their self-esteem and change their lifestyles. We recently undertook a survey and found that the drop-in was voted our best service so we really are delighted with this news.”
