CHARITY NIGHT WALK TO HELP VULNERABLE WOMEN IN BRISTOL 

Bristol charity One25 is calling on local residents to take part in its second annual Night Walk on 13 June to help raise money for some of the city’s most vulnerable women.  

Last year, over 100 Bristolians took part in the Night Walk and raised over £7000, which went towards One25’s range of support services for women trapped in a violent and abusive lifestyle through their involvement in street prostitution. This year, One25 hope to raise even more to support their exciting new developments, such as more educational and therapeutic courses at their drop-in or their new outreach van which has been described as a ‘lifesaver’ by the women who use it.
The Night Walk event will start at 8pm and finish at 1am as men, women and children set out on a moonlit circuit around Bristol. You can enter as an individual and be placed in a team of 6 or enter as a full team. Participants can either choose to do a sponsored walk for one loop of approximately five miles or for the adventurous a ten mile figure of eight, taking in Bristol’s most iconic sights.
Fundraising and Publicity Coordinator, Josie Hill said: “Last year’s Walk raised over £7000 which was a great success so we are really looking forward to this year’s event. The event is open to everyone and we’re encouraging as many people as possible to take part. We hope it will raise awareness of the issues and problems facing Bristol’s street sex workers, and raise the funds needed to make a real impact on their lives.
“Once again participants are encouraged to take part in fancy dress; with this year’s theme being 'Summertime' and prizes will be awarded on the night for the best individual and team outfits. There is also a photography competition, with the best three photos featuring on our website, so we are encouraging participants to bring a camera. There will be a strong sense of camaraderie and a real community spirit giving everyone the chance to help some of Bristol’s most vulnerable people.” 

The registration fee is £5 each and includes lots of refreshments and the registration pack.
