ONE25 “MOST VOTED-FOR BRISTOL CHARITY EVER” IN

Bristol charity One25 has received a welcome cash boost after gaining the most votes from a customer voting scheme at Waitrose branches. At the Clifton branch, the charity received 60% of the votes: the most votes the store has ever received.

One25 works with women in Bristol trapped in street-based sex work, providing night outreach, drop-in centre and support services. It also runs Naomi House, the only mother and baby home in the UK supporting mothers to break free from street sex-work and addiction and give their children a better start in life. 
Josie Hill at One25, commented: “It’s fantastic that there is so much local support for One25. We’re delighted to receive this donation, which will be used to help the many vulnerable women we support daily to rebuild their lives. Without public support, they’d have little hope of transforming their lives and leaving the streets behind.”
Local resident, Vanessa Hennigan, put One25’s name forward for the Community Matters Programme. She said: “One25 was massively popular. The fact that it was chosen separately and was equally popular at another Waitrose branch speaks volumes! I’m really keen to support them and judging by the response to the Community Matters Programme, so are the people of Bristol!”
Phil Rowlands, Community Matters Champion at the Waitrose Clifton branch, said: “We’re delighted to support such a worthy cause. One25 received the highest number of votes ever received by a charity at our branch, which clearly demonstrates how much support the charity has in the region.”

In the last 12 months, One25 has supported 25 women to exit street sex-work; 61 to receive addiction treatment; 25 to be housed; 34 to start training or employment and 32 families to be reunited.
