LOCAL CHARITY SECURES ENGLAND AWARD FROM THE PRINCE’S FOUNDATION FOR INTEGRATED HEALTH
Bristol charity One25 has won the England Award from the Prince’s Foundation for Integrated Health - with £5000 prize money, a glittering awards ceremony in London with celebrities such as The Who’s Roger Daltrey and personal commendation from HRH Prince Charles
The charity provides support for vulnerable women in Bristol who are trapped in a life of street-based sex-work, addiction and homelessness. They have been offering holistic, long-term therapeutic and practical support to around 200 vulnerable and difficult to reach women for the last 14 years and see many lives changed each year.
The £5000 prize money will make a big difference in expanding upon their existing services: a nightly outreach service, a drop-in centre, 1:1 casework and a unique mother and baby home called Naomi House.
The Prince’s Foundation for Integrated Health is committed to promote bringing together mainstream medicine with the best of complementary interventions such as counseling, art therapy, etc. Each year their prestigious Integrated Health Awards shines a spotlight on outstanding examples of how integrated health can make a real difference to people’s lives – and this year One25 was the England winner.
Josie Hill, One25’s Fundraising and Publicity Coordinator commented: “Everyone at One25 was hugely excited to have been named the England winner of the Integrated Health Awards – it was a big boost to the whole team and to the women we serve in Bristol. 

It was an honor to be at the ceremony amongst so many prestigious medical professionals, MP’s, US senators and celebrities and have the opportunity to privately meet with Prince Charles and receive his praise of One25’s work. We’ve come a long way in the last 14 years’
Prince Charles said: ‘It is enormously heartening to hear about the winning projects and to understand how their integrated approach is making such an enormous difference to peoples’ lives. I would like to offer my warmest congratulations to all the Foundation’s Award-winners and runners-up and to wish you every possible success as you continue to develop your marvellous efforts.’ 
He also commended One25 and the winners for the Northern Ireland, Wales and Scotland awards for their ‘innovation, determination and open-mindedness’ and ‘unconditional altruism’, concluding that the winning projects ‘give me so much hope that this country and its health system will enable us to create integrated and sustainable solutions to problems that have eluded so many others’
