Bristol charity that helps women to build new lives wins Guardian Charity Award

Bristol based charity, One25, has today won a Guardian Charity Award, for its work to help more than 200 vulnerable women build new lives each year. 

One25’s mission is to reach out to women trapped in street sex work, supporting them to break free and build new lives away from violence, poverty and addiction. This is done through their night outreach van, One25’s drop in centre and one-to-one case work support. One25 also runs a mother and baby home called Naomi House – the only family unit in the country for mothers escaping prostitution. 

The judges said of One25: “We chose One25 as a winner because it is an incredible project which could be rolled out and replicated elsewhere.  It’s very exciting and innovative.”

Commenting on One25’s win, Gill Nowland, CEO, said: “We are delighted to have this recognition for the work of One25. It means so much to the staff, volunteers and most of all to the women One25 serves. We work with over 200 different women over the course of a year all of whom are extremely vulnerable and marginalised. This award demonstrates that the wider community cares about them.” 

The charity will receive £6,000 prize money, one year free membership to NCVO, a tailored package from the FSI that includes mentoring, expert advice and training and a media package, including support from their community of journalists, from Media Trust.

The awards highlight the work of UK based, small to medium sized charities that focus on social welfare and have been operating for two or more years with an annual income of between £5,000 and £1.5million.
