Précis of Christian Ethos of One25
One25 was founded on Christian vision and driven by Christian values and this ethos remains at the core of its work, though the project is open to all who are sympathetic to its Christian ethos to be part of the organisation. The ethos is maintained by the managers who are all practicing Christians.
The Christian ethos of One25 is non-denominational and ecumenical in outlook, and there is a culture of respect for other beliefs. Those of other faiths or none are valued and welcomed to share in the work, provided they are able to accept the implications of the Christian basis of One25. There are clear policy guidelines about discussion of faith matters with service users, which normally only occurs as a result of their initiative or responsiveness.

The particular Christian values which undergird the work of the project are love, justice, compassion and truth. The Bible depicts God as having a bias towards the poor and the marginalized in society, and in our relationships with our service users we seek to reflect this by offering non-judgmental, unconditional love, as a demonstration of God’s care and concern for all people.

Since its origins in 1996 the project has been greatly supported both in terms of human resources and in terms of financial and practical gifts by Christian churches and individuals. Both the van which enables evening street outreach, and the building which houses the Drop In facility and staff offices, were gifts from different local churches. Although the majority of our funding comes from large trusts, a substantial regular income is received from Christian organizations and individuals. We also greatly value the fact that a large number of people support the work of One25 through prayer, so we have a prayer box, that the women post their prayer requests into, and send out a bimonthly prayer letter with updated news.
