BRISTOL CHARITY FOR VULNERABLE WOMEN WINS NATIONAL AWARD 
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One25, the charity helping women who are abused and trapped in a life of street sex-work, 
has won a 2010 GlaxoSmithKline (GSK) IMPACT Award and will receive £25,000 in recognition of its outstanding work in supporting vulnerable women to break free and build new lives away from violence, poverty and addiction.
One25 encourages and supports these vulnerable women to help them ‘Step Away from the Streets’, whether it’s for a brief respite in their outreach van, an afternoon at their drop-in centre, or permanently, with the help of one-to-one caseworkers and their mother and baby home.
Based in Bristol, One25 is one of only ten charities in the UK to be honored in the 13th Annual GSK IMPACT Awards, which this year attracted over 350 entries.  Representatives of One25 will attend a prestigious ceremony held at the Science Museum in London on Thursday 29th April 2010.   At the ceremony an overall winner will be announced and receive an additional £10,000.
Since 1997 GSK has worked in partnership with leading independent health charity, The King’s Fund, awarding over £2.8million to 263 exceptional small to medium sized healthcare charities.  As part of the Award One25 also has the opportunity to attend the GSK IMPACT Awards Development Network.  Hosted by The King’s Fund, it provides five days of free training aimed specifically at voluntary organisations working in the health field.  The network programme includes sessions on financial management and governance, leadership skills, evaluation, human resource management, presentation skills and fundraising.  This has proven to be an invaluable resource.

Helen Hill, Income Generation Manager at One25 comments: “We are so excited to hear that One25 has won an IMPACT award. It is such a boost to the whole team and to the vulnerable women we support. One25 is under-funded and yet we are seeing an increasing number of women asking for our help to escape their unhealthy lifestyles. This award helps us to maintain our proactive health outreach and support more vulnerable women to take control over their health."

Sir Cyril Chantler, Chairman, The King’s Fund comments:  “One25 works with an extremely vulnerable group of women and makes lasting improvements to their lives.  It has recently opened a new residential facility for women who have exited sex-work and their babies to enable them to care for their children. It changes people’s lives and the dedication of its staff and volunteers is impressive.”
